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A Guide to Methodology and Statistical Concepts

Financial Sector Statistics

Depository Corporations (Central Bank and Other Depository Corporations)

Statistical tables No. 2 through 37 cover the depository corporations’ statistics. The Central Bank of Jordan (CBJ) is the main source of these
data. The Administrative and Finance Department and the Banking Supervision Department furnish the Research Department with the balance
sheet of the Central Bank of Jordan (CBJ), the consolidated balance sheet of the other depository corporations, the activities of the Jordanian
banks’ branches operating in Palestine, and the debt and credit interest rate at the financial market. Accordingly, the Research Department
prepares the data and publishes it on monthly basis according to the Monetary and Financial Statistics Manual (2016). The CBJ treats data
provided from each financial institution as confidential information.

The monetary data are final prior to publication. Data is revised when amendments to methodology or data classification are made effective.

The following are illustrative definitions of the main items and expressions used in the tables of this section:

- Depository Corporations: Includes the CBJ and the other depository corporations.

- Other Depository Corporations: Includes all Jordanian and non-Jordanian banks operating in the Kingdom, which issue liabilities included
in the national definition of the broad money. This definition does not include other financial corporations.

- Public Sector: Includes general government and Public non-financial corporations.
- General Government: Includes central government, social security corporation, and municipalities.

- Central Government General Budget: Ministries and governmental departments which operate in the context of the central authority
system of the state. Their annual budgets are issued within the General Budget Law.

- Central Government Own Budget: Governmental departments and official agencies which do not seek profit, and their annual budgets are
issued independently of the General Budget Law.

- Public Non-Financial Corporations: Includes all corporations and institutions in which the government has an interest and\or a voting
power.

- Other Financial Corporations (Non-Banking): Includes those institutions which collect funds in forms other than deposits, and invest them
in the financial market, in order to acquire other forms of financial assets. Among these institutions: insurance corporations, money exchange
corporations, microfinance companies, electronic payment companies, Jordan Mortgage Refinance Company, Agricultural Credit
Corporation, Cities and Villages Development Bank.
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- Resident: Any juridical or natural person who usually lives inside Jordan or has stayed inside Jordan for at least one year, despite of the
nationality, with the exception of international institutions and agencies, and foreign students and patients who stayed inside Jordan for more
than one year.

- Non-Resident: Any Juridical or natural person who usually lives outside Jordan, and\or who lives inside Jordan for less than one year,
despite of the nationality of this person, with the exception of families and individuals who have permanent economic status or interest and
have a permanent house regardless of living in it occasionally.

- Foreign Assets (Net): This item appears in table No. 11. It represents foreign assets of the depository corporations minus foreign liabilities
on the depository corporations. It is calculated for both the CBJ and other depository corporations from foreign assets and foreign liabilities
in the balance sheet of CBJ (table No. 2) and the consolidated balance sheet of the other depository corporations (table No.6). For the
purposes of computing net foreign assets in the depository corporations survey, the foreign liabilities of the CBJ are adjusted by adding the
balance of purchase and re-purchase of SDRs to the foreign liabilities shown in the CBJ’s balance sheet.

- Domestic Assets (Net): This item also appears in tables No. 11, and it represents the sum of net claims on the public sector, claims on private
sector (resident), claims on other financial corporations and other items (net) in the depository corporations Survey.

- Currency Issued: Refers to the currency issued by the CBJ, which consists of both currency with the public and cash in vaults with other
depository corporations.

- Money Supply (M2): It equals currency with the public plus transferable and other deposits included in broad money. Also, it equals net
domestic assets plus net foreign assets of the depository corporations.

- Transferable deposits included in broad money: it represents demand deposits in Jordan dinar and foreign currencies with the depository
corporations of the private sector (resident), social security corporation, municipalities, public non-financial corporations, and other financial
corporations.

- Other deposits included in broad money: it represents saving and time deposits in Jordan dinar and foreign currencies with the depository
corporations of the private sector (resident), social security corporation, municipalities, public non-financial corporations, and other financial
corporations

- Official Reserves of Foreign Currencies: It equals cash, balances and deposits in convertible foreign currencies, plus foreign currency bills
and bonds, plus balances and deposits in non-convertible foreign currencies, minus deposits of the other depository corporations and non-
residents in foreign currencies with the CBJ.

- Obligatory Reserve: The minimum deposit that the other depository corporations should maintain with the CBJ to meet the required reserve
ratio imposed on deposits with these banks.
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- Excess Reserve in Jordan Dinar: Deposits of the other depository corporations in Jordan dinar with the CBJ in excess of the obligatory
reserve. Such excess reserve does not include the certificates of deposit in Jordan dinar issued by the CBJ as well as the CBJ window facility
(in Jordan dinar).

- Reserve Money: It equals the sum of currency issued plus the other depository corporations excess and obligatory reserves in Jordan dinar
with the CBJ.

- Direct Credit Facilities: Credit extended by the other depository corporations in the form of loans and advances, bills discounted and
overdrafts.

- Claims on Private Sector (Resident): Includes direct credit facilities extended by licensed banks to the private sector, housing loans
extended by the CBJ to its employees, and investments of licensed banks in companies' shares and corporate bonds issued by the private
sector.

- Claims on Central Government: Includes direct credit facilities extended by the depository corporations to the government, investments of
the depository corporations in governmental securities.

- Net Claims on Central Government: Claims on central government minus its deposits with the depository corporations. For the purposes of
computing this item in the depository corporations survey (table 11) and domestic claims (table 13), the government deposits at the CBJ are
reduced by the balance of purchase and re-purchase of SDRs.

- Domestic claims: This item includes net claims on public sector, claims on private sector (resident), and claims on other financial
corporations.

Other Financial Corporations

Insurance Companies

Statistical tables No. (39) to (42) cover the statistics of the insurance sector, the CBJ is the main source for these statistics, and insurance
supervision department provides the Research Department with a unified budget for three years that includes the assets and liabilities of
insurance companies, the Research Department collect This data and prepare it for publication on a monthly basis, and this data are reviewed
when any modification is made regarding the methodology used and the classification of monetary data. The following is a definition of the
content of the most prominent terms mentioned in the tables of this part:

- Insurance Company: Any Jordanian insurance company or a branch of a foreign insurance company in Jordan that has obtained license to
practice insurance activities in accordance with the provisions of Insurance Regulatory Law No. (12) of 2021.
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- The insurance service provider: Any person who licensed to be insurance services provider in accordance with the provisions of Insurance
Regulatory Law No. (12) of 2021.

- Insurance Dispute Resolution Committee: committee that formed by Governor which will responsible for examining and deciding
complaints concerning by any insurance activities. the committee’s decisions shall be binding on a company and other entity licensed under
Insurance Regulatory Law No. (12) of 2021

Money Exchange Companies

Statistical tables No. (43) to (44) cover the statistics of the Money Exchange Companies sector. The Money Exchange supervision Department
provides the Research Department with statistical data related to the exchange sector. The Money Exchange supervision Department is entrusted
with regulating the money exchange sector, by establishing regulations, policies, guidelines and other supervisory measures that set the baseline
requirements for all licensed Money Exchange Companies currently operating in Jordan.

Microfinance Companies

Providing financing services for low income individuals and/ or individuals who do not have access to financial services from the banking
sector, a process which is usually done through the microfinance sector, is considered to play a vital role in achieving financial inclusion, and
thus human and economic development. The funding process to these categories contributes in achieving economic and social security by
converting them to income generators rather than financial aid recipients. Microfinance companies in Jordan are working primarily to provide
the financial services to those categories in addition to micro and small enterprises.

Statistical tables No. (45) to (48) cover the statistics of Microfinance Sector.

The following are illustrative definitions of the main items and expressions used in the tables:

- Microfinance Institution: the financial company that is licensed by Central Bank of Jordan to engage in microfinance activity.

- Gross Loan Portfolio: the outstanding balance of loan portfolio for the microfinance sector (after deducting interest, commissions and fees
received in advance). It doesn’t include postpone revenues.

- Cash and balances with Banks: total balance of cash held by microfinance institutions plus cash and deposits in banks.

- Return on Assets: one of the key indicators for measuring the profitability of microfinance sector. It calculated by dividing net profit (after
tax) by average total assets.

- Return on Equity: one of the key indicators for measuring the profitability of microfinance sector. It calculated by dividing net profit (after
tax) by average total equity.

- Portfolio at Risk (30) days: one of the key indicators for measuring the loan portfolio quality. It calculated by dividing the outstanding
balance of loans delayed more than (30) days by the outstanding balance of total loan portfolio.
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- Write-off Ratio: the percentage of loans that has been removed from the balance of gross loan portfolio because they are unlikely to be
repaid. It calculated by dividing the balance of loans that have been written-off by the average balance of loan portfolio.

- Risk Coverage Ratio: measures the adequacy of the expected credit losses maintained by MFIs to cover any potential loan losses. It
calculated by dividing the provision of expected credit losses by the outstanding balance of loans overdue more than (30) days.

- Productive Loans: Loans granted to individuals and enterprises for productive purposes. This could include for example: loans granted for
trade, manufacturing, agriculture, tourism.

- Consumption Loans: Loans granted to individuals to finance the purchase of goods and services. This could include for example: loans
granted to education, health, property maintenance, and buying cars.

- Micro Enterprise: The company/enterprise whose total assets or annual sales/revenues are less than (100,000) JD, and the number of
employees working in it less than (5) employees.

- Small Enterprise: The company/enterprise whose total assets or annual sales/revenues between (100,000 — 1,000,000) JD, and the number of
employees working in it between (5-20) employees.

- Average Loan Balance: The average outstanding loan balance per total number of loans.

Payment Systems Statistics
Statistical tables No. (49) to (58) cover the statistics of National Payments System.

The following is a definition of the content of the most prominent terms mentioned in the tables of this part:

- National Payments System: The electronic information system that allows sending or receiving payment transfers, transferring funds in any
currency, and issuing and managing payment instruments.

- Electronic channels: Electronic channels that provide payment services through the internet, such as (internet banking) and payment
channels provide payment services through mobile phones such as (mobile banking) or payment throughmobile wallets, ATM and POS.

- eFWATEERcom: is an Electronic Bill Presentment and Payment (EBPP) service.
- Payment Cards: The payment card is a new tool that enables its owner (the cardholder) to make payments or electronic money transfer.

- The Automated Clearing House system (ACH): is a safe payment system that aims at providing banks, the Central Bank of Jordan, in
addition to their customers with retail payment services that facilitate and accelerate the execution of numerous, yet, low-value debit and
credit money transfers.

- Real Time Gross Settlement (RTGS): is a central electronic system for executing credit transfer orders. It operates on an immediate,
aggregate, and final basis. It also provides a settlement point for retail payment systems operating in the Kingdom through central settlement
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accounts linked to cash deposited at the Central Bank of Jordan, in addition to settling the financial impact of electronic public debt
management system operations and open market operations

- Instant payment system: A system that allows sending and receiving funds between bank accounts in all banks participating in the system
to and from electronic wallets instantly through mobile phone applications at banks and payment service providers.

Amman Stock Exchange
Statistical tables No. (59) to (62) cover the statistics of Amman Stock Exchange.
The following is a definition of the content of the most prominent terms mentioned in the tables of this part:

- Share Price Index Weighted by Market Capitalization: Measures the general level of share prices for companies listed in the Amman
Stock Exchange (ASE). This index represents the share price index weighted by market capitalization. A base value of (100 point) on 31
December, 1991 was stipulated for this index. The base was changed to (1000 point) as of January 1 2004. The ASE market capitalization
weighted index is presently made up of the most liquid 70 companies, taking into consideration the market capitalization, turnover ratio,
number of shares and traded value.

- Market Capitalization: represents the number of subscribed shares times the last closing price of the company.

- Share Price Index Weighted by the Market Value of Tradable Free Floated Shares: Measures the general level of share prices for
companies listed in the Amman Stock Exchange (ASE), weighted by the market value of tradable free floated shares and a base value of
(1000 point) on 31 December, 1999 was stipulated for this index.

- Tradable Free Floated Shares: is the number of tradable shares excluding the shares owned by board of directors of the company and their
relatives, the same company, the shareholder who own more than 5% of the capital of the company, and the government and public entities.

External Sector Statistics

Statistical tables No. (63) to (76) cover Balance of Payments (BOP), International Investment Position (IIP), External Debt, External Trade
Statistics, Foreign direct investment, Tourism Income and Total Workers' Remittances. The BOP division at the CBJ is responsible for
compiling, preparing and publication BOP, IIP, External Debt and tourism income statistics, while the source for external trade data are the
Department of Statistics (DOS).

Statistical tables No. (66) to (67) cover the stock and flows of inward foreign investment (excluding non-Jordanian investments in land and real
estate), classified by economic activity according to the United Nations’ International Standard Industrial Classification (ISIC—4), as well as by
geographical distribution (countries). These data are updated on a quarterly and annual basis in line with the publication of the Balance of
Payments statistics. The data from the end of the fourth quarter of 2021 up to the fourth quarter of 2022 reflect the results of the Foreign
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Investment Survey conducted by the Central Bank of Jordan in cooperation with the Department of Statistics, which covered enterprises with
foreign investments in the Kingdom. Meanwhile, the data for 2023 up to the available period reflect Central Bank estimates based on the survey
results and using information from the Companies Control Department (CCD) and other sources.

The Statistical tables No. (70) to (72) cover details of tourism income. It includes data on tourism income classified by groups of countries
(including international transport), in addition to tourism income according to the main purpose of the visit (including international transport). In
addition, a table of the numbers of tourists classified according to groups of countries, based on the numbers provided by the Ministry of
Tourism and Antiquities monthly in coordination with the Ministry of the Interior. Tourism income (not including international transport) in the
tables referred to above represents the (credit) entry for the travel services item, while the international transport refers to the (credit) entry
within the transportation services (passenger transportation) item in the balance of payments statement. This data is updated quarterly in
conjunction with the publication of the Balance of Payments Statement.

As for the details of total workers’ remittances, presented in statistical tables (73) to (74), they include total outflows and inflows
remittances to and from the Kingdom, distributed by country, based on data from banks and exchange companies. These data are updated on a
monthly basis.

The CBJ disseminate BOP according to the methodology of the sixth edition of the balance of payment and international investment
position manual (BPM6) published by the IMF. Accordingly, the metadata related to the BOP has been amended.
The following are definitions of the main terms in this section according to BPM6:

First: Balance of Payments: Statistical statement summarizing systematically international economic transactions between residents and
non-residents during a specific time period and consists of the following accounts: the current account, the capital account, and the financial
account.
e Current Account: Represents the international transactions in trade, services, primary income and secondary income, The net balance of
the credit account represents a surplus and the debit account represents a deficit.

= Goods (trade Balance): Rrepresents the net of international transactions in goods, and covers the goods whose economic ownership
changes between residents and non-residents, also represents Exports (credit) minus imports (debit). The Department of Statistics is
the source of data based on data received from the Customs department.

- Exports: Domestic exports (FOB) plus re-exports.
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- Imports': Imports (FOB): less imports of non-resident agencies.

- Non - Monetary Gold : Reflects gold which is held as a store of value and gold held for other purposes (industrial), except the
gold that is held as a reserve asset by the authorities (monetary gold).

= Services Account: Represents the net of international transactions in services, receipts (credit) less payments (debit) include the
following:

e Transportation Services: Includes international transport of passengers, freight and other transport services provided by residents
of an economy to residents of another one. Transport also includes postal and courier services (these include the receipt and
delivery of newspapers, periodicals, bulletins and other printed materials and parcels, in addition of the sale of stamps and services
of renting post boxes). The credit of this item represent the revenues received by the resident transportation companies for
providing transportation services to non-residents. While the debit of this item represent the amounts paid by residents to non-
resident companies and transportation organizations for the provision of transportation services to residents.

e Travel Services : The credit represent expenditure of non-resident tourists visiting Jordan. Which is estimated based on the
results of the Arrivals and Departures Survey carried out by the DOS, which provides estimates for expenditure averages
according to the nationality of tourists. These averages are usually adjusted by the prevailing inflation rates. The number of
arrivals and departures is provided every month by the Ministry of Tourism and Antiquities in coordination with the Ministry of
Interior Affairs. On the other hand, the debit represent expenditure abroad by residents in Jordan who travel abroad for the
purpose of tourism, education or health treatment. These payments are estimated on the basis of the same survey used for the
purposes of travel receipts. The basic elements of travel :

- Business Travel: The net expenditure of borders workers, seasonal and other workers employed for a short term.
- Personal Travel: The net expenditure for purposes related to health, education, and others.

e Construction Services: It covers the creation, renovation, repair, or extension of fixed assets in the form of buildings, land
improvements of an engineering nature, and other such engineering constructions as roads, bridges, dams, and so forth. It also
includes related installation and assembly work. It includes site preparation and general construction as well as specialized
services such as painting, plumbing, and demolition. It also includes management of construction projects. Also included
acquisition of goods and services by the enterprises undertaking that construction work from the economy of location of the
construction work.

I': import CIF excluding freight and insurance, which are included under the services account within trade-related transportation (freight) and insurance payments.
The methodology for calculating freight and insurance costs has been updated since 2019, with new rates adopted based on data from the Customs Department
regarding customs declarations. Accordingly, the balance of payments data has been adjusted accordingly
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e Insurance and pension services: Represent net receipts and payments for life insurance, savings insurance and non-life
insurance, freight insurance, common guarantees, insurance-related services, pension schemes and standardized guarantees.

¢ Financial services: Represent financial intermediary and auxiliary services, except insurance and pension fund services. These
services include those usually provided by banks and other financial corporations. They include deposit taking and lending,
letters of credit, credit card services, commissions and charges related to financial leasing, factoring, underwriting, and clearing
of payments. Also included are financial advisory services, custody of financial assets or bullion, financial asset management,
monitoring services, liquidity provision services, risk assumption services other than insurance, merger and acquisition services,
credit rating services, stock exchange services, and trust services.

e Charges for the use of intellectual property: Represent the net fees received and paid related to the use of patents, copyrights,
trademarks, franchises, etc., computer software, cinematography, development and licensing of reproduction and / or distribution
such as copyright of books, sound recordings and related rights.

e Telecommunications, Computer and Information services: These include:

o Telecommunications services: Net receipts and payments for broadcasting or transmission of sound, video, data or other
information via telephone, telex, telegraph, cable and satellite television and radio programs, e-mail, networks, telephone
conferences, etc.

o Computer Services: Represents net receipts and payments for database creation, saving and time series software on the
Internet, data processing, hardware consulting, application design and development, customized implementation and
programming, maintenance and repair of related sub-equipment, and upload computer-related materials through Internet.

o Information services: Net receipts and payments for news agency services, database services and Internet search outlets. This
category also includes direct subscriptions to newspapers and periodicals.

e  Other business services: Net receipts and payments for R & D services, professional and management consultancy services and
technical services, trade-related services, and other business services as well as operational leasing services.

e  Personal, cultural and recreational services: Net receipts and payments for the services and fees of actors, directors and
producers involved in the production of films and television, and the download of audiovisual works, films and music, including
recordings of live performances, heritage services and other cultural services, sports and other recreational services.

e Government goods and services: Covers goods and services supplied by and to enclaves, such as embassies, military bases, and
international organizations and goods and services acquired from the host economy by diplomats, consular staff, and military
personnel located abroad and their dependents and services supplied by and to governments and not included in other categories of
services.
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* Primary income: Represent net receipts and payments for the provision of factor of production (labor, capital, land and natural
resources).: This account includes the following items:

- Worker’s Compensations: (credit) Represent income and benefits obtained by resident workers, including seasonal and cross
border workers, as a compensation for being employed abroad by non-residents. While debit Represent income and benefits
obtained by non-resident workers, including seasonal and cross border workers, as a compensation for working in the kingdom.

- Investment income (credit): Represent the profits and interest earned on resident's holdings of equity or financial assets such as
bank deposits, loan bonds, and securities issued by non-resident entities. It covers the interests of central bank investments,
commercial banks, public government and the private sector. While debit represent interest and profits payable to non-residents on
their acquisition of equity or financial assets issued by resident entities.

= Secondary income: shows current transfers between residents and non-residents and consists of the general government and transfers of
other sectors.

General government: current transfers in cash or in kind between the governments of different countries or between governments and
international organizations.
Other sectors: represented by the following:

- Personal transfers: All current transfers in cash or in kind made or received by resident households to or from nonresident
households as workers' remittances.

- Other current transfers include taxes on income, wealth and social contributions paid by households to social insurance .

e Capital Account: This account consists of both capital transfers and acquisition or disposal of non-financial non-produced assets, it also
includes the value of grants and assistance of a capitalist nature.
¢ Financial Account: Represents international transactions on financial assets and liabilities that take place between residents and non-
residents, and the financial account is classified according to the job categories, sectors, tools and maturities used in net international
financing transactions. Consists of the following:
= Direct Investment (Net acquisition of financial assets): Net resident's investment in equity outside the Kingdom (10% or more of total
voting power / right of ownership), reinvested earnings, and net other claims on non-resident enterprises.
= Direct Investment (Net incurrence of liabilities): Net non-resident investments in the Kingdom (10% or more of total voting power
right of ownership), reinvested earnings, and net other claims for non-resident enterprises in the Kingdom's resident institutions.
= Portfolio Investment (Net acquisition of financial assets): Covers resident's ownership of foreign equity (less than 10% of total voting
power/ right of ownership), foreign debt securities and foreign financial instruments, held by residents and externally issued, other than
those included in direct investment and reserve assets
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= Portfolio Investment (Net incurrence of liabilities): Covers non-residents ownership of domestic equity less than 10% of total voting
power/ right of ownership), debt securities and financial instruments held by non-residents issued by resident institutions, other than
those included in direct investment and reserve assets.

* Financial derivatives (Net acquisition of financial assets): represent the resident claims arising from transactions in securities of
futures contracts and option contracts.

» Financial Derivatives (Net incurrence of liabilities): Non-resident claims arising from transactions in securities of futures contracts
and option contracts.

= Other Investment (Net acquisition of financial assets): Includes all financial transactions related to residents and not included in direct
investment, portfolio investment or reserve assets or financial derivatives. Classified according to the tool to other equity, trade credit
and loans and cash and deposits Insurance, pension, and standardized guarantee schemes and other accounts receivable.

= Other Investment (Net incurrence of liabilities): Includes all financial transactions related to non-residents and not included in direct
investment, portfolio investment or reserve assets or financial derivatives. Classified according to the tool to other equity, trade credit
and loans and cash and deposits Insurance, pension, and standardized guarantee schemes and SDRs allocations, and other accounts
payable.

= Reserve Assets: External assets available and controlled by the monetary authority and could be used for financing BOP imbalances. It
includes monetary gold, SDRs, reserve position with the IMF, foreign exchange assets (currency & deposits, and securities), and other
financial assets.

e Coverage of CBJ foreign reserves to imports (in months): Represents readily available foreign reserves of the CBJ divided by the
monthly average value of imports of goods and services less the monthly average value of re-exports.

The second: International Investment Position: A statistical statement shows Jordan’s stocks (positions) of external financial assets
and liabilities at the end of each year. This stock is the result of BOP external transactions and other factors (such as revaluation,
reclassification or write-offs), valued at market prices. The following are definition of the main terms in this section:

e External Assets: are financial claims, obligations and financial assets stocks (positions) for all resident's sectors in Jordan on non-residents.
It includes foreign direct investment abroad, portfolio investment in securities, financial derivatives, and other investments, valued at market
prices. The data also cover the reserve assets of the Central Bank of Jordan.

= Direct Investment (abroad): This item represents the net stock of residents’ investment in equities, reinvested earnings, and net other
claims on non-resident enterprises.

= Portfolio Investment (Assets): Covers stocks of resident's ownership of foreign equity, foreign debt securities and foreign financial
instruments, other than those included in direct investment, financial derivatives, other investments and reserve assets.

= Financial derivatives (Assets): The stock of residents' claims to non-resident entities due to dealing in financial instruments represented
in forward contracts and option contracts.

= Other Investment (Assets): Includes all financial stocks related to residents and not included in direct investment, portfolio investment,
financial derivatives or reserve assets. Classified according to the tool to other equity, trade credit and loans and cash and deposits
Insurance, pension, and standardized guarantee schemes and other accounts receivable/payable.
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= Reserve Assets: External stock assets available and controlled by the CBJ and could be used for financing BOP imbalances. It includes
monetary gold, SDRs, reserve position with the IMF, foreign exchange assets (currency & deposits, and securities), and other financial
assets.

e External Liabilities: are financial claims, obligations and financial assets stocks (positions) for all non-residents sectors on Jordanian
resident sectors, it includes direct investment in Jordan, portfolio investment in securities, financial derivatives, and other investments,
valued at market prices.

= Direct Investment (In Jordan): This item represents the net stock of non-residents’ investment in equities, reinvested earnings, and net
other claims on resident enterprises.

= Portfolio Investment (Liabilities): Covers non-residents stocks ownership of domestic equity, debt securities and financial instruments,
other than those included in foreign direct investment, financial derivatives and other investments.

= Financial derivatives (Assets): The stock of non-residents' claims to non-resident entities due to dealing in financial instruments
represented in forward contracts and option contracts.

= Other Investment (Liabilities): Includes all financial stocks related to non-residents and not included in direct investment, portfolio
investment or financial derivatives. Classified according to the tool to other equity, trade credit and loans and cash and deposits
Insurance, pension, and standardized guarantee schemes and other accounts receivable/payable.

e Net International Investment Position: represents the difference between stocks of both foreign Assets and foreign liabilities, and it
shows what the country owns and what it is obligate to.

The Third: External debt: It is the account that records the stocks (positions) of debts, arising between a specific country and the
outside world. According to the institutional sector, as a result of transactions that result in debts between residents of this country and
abroad during a period of time, usually a year, and it represents the unpaid part of the debt that requires the debtor to make payments of
principal and/or interest at a point or points in time in the future.
The table presents the total external debt position based on the institutional sector, as the data are divided according to the basis of the
four sectors of the economy, which are the general government, the central bank, and deposit-taking companies other than the central
bank / banks, and other sectors.
The data in the second level are divided according to the maturity of the external debt that is, short-term and long-term debts, according to the
original maturity. The data are divided in the third level based on the type of debt instrument.
The Statistical tables No. (78) & (79) cover the External Trade Indices:
The Export/ Import Unit Value Indices are used to measure changes in the average prices of a basket of goods that are being exported/ imported
over a specific period of time. The unit value is calculated by dividing the total value of exports/ imports by the quantities exported/ imported for
each commodity. The year 2024 was determined to be the reference year for the basket of goods, relaive imprtances and prices. Both indices rely
on external trade data provided by the Department of Statistics.
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National accounts Statistics

National accounts in Jordan are prepared according to the System National Accounts (SNA) issued by the United Nations for the year 2008. The

added value of sectors is estimated at current prices based on the results of field surveys and studies on various sectors and economic activities.

In order to estimate the added value in constant prices, sectoral added values are reduced at current prices using the double deflator method or an

extrapolation method of the value of the existing production at constant prices as a basis for estimating the added value in the comparison year at

constant prices, noting that deflating is based on 2023 prices.

It is noted that the final actual data on national accounts are published by the DOS with a time gap that usually ranges between one and two

years, while the initial quarterly data is issued with a three-month gap.

Statistical tables No. (80a) to (81b) cover the statistics of National accounts. The following is a definition of the content of the most prominent

terms mentioned in the tables of this part:

- Gross domestic product: represents the total market value of all final goods and services that the economy produces during a specific period,

usually a year, and it is also expressed as gross value added at the basic prices achieved by all resident producing units plus taxes on products
minus subsidies on the products.

- Commodity Producing Sectors: Comprising “agriculture, forestry and fishing”, “mining and quarrying”, manufacturing, “electricity, gas,
steam and air conditioning supply”, “Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities” and construction.

- Services Sectors: Comprising “wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles”, “transport and storage”,
accommodation and food services activities”, “information and communications”, “financial and insurance activities”, “real estate activities”,
“professional, scientific and technical activities”, “administrative and support services activities”, “public administration and defines;
compulsory social security”, education, “human health and social work activities”, “arts, entertainment and recreation”, “other service

activities”, “Activities of households as employers; undifferentiated goods- and services-producing activities of households for own use”.

- Taxes on products: represents taxes due on goods and services as a result of the process of producing, selling, transferring ownership,
leasing or supplying these goods or services, or as a result of using them for consumption or capital formation such as general sales taxes,
special taxes and customs fees.

- Net Factor Income from Abroad**: This item represents Primary income in BOP which includes compensation of employees (net) plus
investment income (net) (See Primary income concept).

- National Disposable Income: Represents gross national product at current market prices plus other current transfers from abroad (Net),
minus consumption of fixed capital.

- Operating Surplus: Represents gross domestic product at current market prices minus the sum of compensation of employees, consumption
capital and net taxes on production and imports. It includes rent, interests, profits and any other component of property income.

**: This concept has been revised to match the BOP sixth edition methodology issued by IMF.
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- Domestic Savings: Represents gross domestic product at current market prices minus total consumption (public and private).
- National Savings: Represents gross national product at current market prices minus total consumption
- Net Disposable Savings: Represents national disposable income less total consumption

- Gross Capital Formation: Represents expenditures on fixed capital goods plus change in stocks. It is financed by gross disposable savings
plus net capital transfers from abroad and net borrowing from abroad.

- Fixed capital depreciation: The annual decrease in the value of fixed assets as a result of its participation in the production process
throughout its productive life. The fixed assets that are depreciable are buildings, all types of machines, equipment, furniture, cars and land
improvements. Land is not considered a consumable asset because its shelf life is not limited.

- The resource gap: The part of the total investment that cannot be funded from domestic savings, and represents local savings minus the total
capital formation.

Public Finance Statistics

Statistical tables No. (86) to (89) cover the budget statistics for General and Central Government. The source of these data is the Ministry of
Finance. The following are definitions of the main public finance indicators:

- General Government: It is the governmental units that implement general economic policies by providing primarily non-profit services and
working to redistribute income and wealth, which includes Central government within the budget law, Governmental units that perform the
functions of the central government, Local government, and Social Security Funds.

- Central Government within the Budget Law: It includes ministries and government departments that work within the central authority in
the state, in which the data appears within the general budget law.

- General Government Overall Deficit/ Surplus (Including Grants): Domestic revenues and grants to general government minus total
general government expenditures.

- General Government Primary Deficit/ Surplus: General government domestic revenue minus total general government spending excluding
interest payments.

- Central government overall deficit/ surplus (including grants): Domestic revenues and grants to central government minus total central
government expenditures.

- Central government primary deficit/ surplus: Central government domestic revenue minus total Central government spending excluding
interest payments.

- Domestic Revenues: All taxes, fees, royalties, profits, surpluses, aids and any other money received by any department.
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- Tax Revenue: It represents all types of revenue collected from taxes for the benefit of the general government, including income tax, sales
tax, real estate sales tax, and customs duties.

- Pension Contribution: are the revenues receivable for social security programs in order to monitor the allocations for payable social security
benefits. This item excludes contributions receivable under the work-related retirement system and other retirement systems that create a
commitment to payable future benefits.

- Other Revenues: All revenues receivable except for taxes, social contributions and grants, and it includes revenues from property income,
sales of goods and services, and various other types of revenues.

- Expenditures: All amounts allocated to meet the obligations under the applicable legislation.

- Current Expenditures: Annual recurring government expenditures that aim to enable the government apparatus to perform the tasks
entrusted to it.

- Compensation of Employees: The sum of cash bonuses payable to a government employee for work performed during the particular
accounting period.

- Subsidies: unrequited current payments provided by government units to projects on the basis of the levels of their production activities or on
the basis of quantities or values of goods or services that they produce, sell, export or import.

- Grants: Non-compulsory current or capital transfers from one government unit to another government unit or to international organizations.

- Social Benefits: cash transfers to protect the whole community or certain categories of social risks that may adversely affect families by
either reducing their income or placing additional burdens.

- Capital Expenditures: Government expenditures that lead to an increase in capital formation, and include expenditures on infrastructure
projects, their maintenance and maintenance, the purchase of equipment, machinery, and equipment, and other expenditures of a capital
nature.

Domestic and External Public Debt Statistics

Statistical tables No. (90) to (92) cover Domestic and External Public Debt statistics. The Ministry of Finance is the source of these statistics,
except the Movement of Internal Public Debt instruments from the CBJ. The following are definitions for the main terms used in this section:-

- General Government Debt: It represents the outstanding balance of central government debt, local government debt and social security
debt.

- Central Government Debt: It represents the outstanding balance of internal and external debts (within the budget and independent
institutions).
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- Central Government Gross Domestic Debt: Represents the outstanding domestic claims on central government (within the budget and
independent institutions). It includes the outstanding balance of government bonds and bills plus the outstanding direct credit facilities
extended to the government by the banking system and non-bank sources.

- Net Domestic Debt: represents the total domestic debt minus deposits with the banking system.

- Outstanding External Debt: Represents the total disbursements of external loans minus paid installments (repayments include the balance
of collateral loans). In addition, it includes the balance of Eurobonds (guaranteed and non-guaranteed) and domestic bonds in the US dollars.

Prices Statistics

Statistical tables No. (93) to (101) cover the statistics of National accounts. The following is a definition of the content of the most prominent
terms mentioned in the tables of this part:

- Consumer Price Index: Measures the general price level of a fixed basket of goods and services consumed by the Jordanian family (893
commodities and services), including those imported from abroad. It is prepared by the Department of Statistics and weighted by the average
family expenditure on goods and services, acquired from the results of Household Expenditure and Income Survey carried out in (2017 —
2018).

- Industrial Production Quantity Index: Measures the monthly developments of real activity in the industrial sector, comprising ‘Mining
and Quarrying’, Manufacturing, and Electricity (around 20% of real gross domestic product). It is calculated according to actual production
of a sample representing most domestic industries, and weighted by the value added for each industry in the base year.

- Producer Price Index: Measures the monthly developments of the producer prices in the industrial sector, comprising ‘Mining and
Quarrying’, Manufacturing, and Electricity (around 20% of real gross domestic product). It is calculated according to product prices of a
sample representing most domestic industries, and weighted by the revenues for each industry in the base year.

- Gross Domestic Product Deflator: Measures the general price level of all goods and services that are domestically produced (including
capital and intermediate goods) and are included in gross domestic product. It is calculated by dividing gross domestic product at current
prices by gross domestic product at constant prices, multiplied by 100.
